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1. Scope of Bid

A. General

1.1. The procuring entity named in the BDS (hereinafter referred to as the
“Procuring Entity”) wishes to receive bids for supply and delivery of the
goods as described in Section VII. Technical Specifications (hereinafter
referred to as the “Goods™).

1.2. The name, identification, and number of lots specific to this bidding are
provided in the BDS. The contracting strategy and basis of evaluation of
lots is described in ITB Clause 28.

Source of Funds

The Procuring Entity has a budget or has applied for or received funds from the Funding
Source named in the BDS, and in the amount indicated in the BDS. It intends to apply
part of the funds received for the Project, as defined in the BDS, to cover eligible
payments under the contract.

Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

3.1. The Procuring Entity as well as the bidders and suppliers shall observe the
highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of the
contract. In pursuance of this policy, the Procuring Entity:

4. Conflict of Interest

4.1. All Bidders found to have conflicting interests shall be disqualified to

A Bidder submits more than one bid in this bidding process. However,

Ensuring that the signatory is the duly authorized representative of the
Bidder, and granted full power and authority to do, execute and perform
any and all acts necessary and/or to represent the Bidder in the bidding,
with the duly notarized Secretary’s Certificate attesting to such fact, if
the Bidder is a corporation, partnership, cooperative, or joint venture;

Complying with the disclosure provision under Section 47 of RA 9184

Failure to observe any of the above responsibilities shall be at the risk of the
Bidder concerned.

6.3.  The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and
specifications in the Bidding Documents. Unless otherwise indicated in
the BDS, failure to furnish all information or documentation required in
the Bidding Documents shall result in the rejection of the bid and the
disqualification of the Bidder.

6.4. It shall be the sole responsibility of the Bidder to determine and to satisfy
itself by such means as it considers necessary or desirable as to all matters
pertaining to the contract to be bid, including: (a) the location and the
nature of this Project; (b) climatic conditions; (c) transportation facilities;

Origin of Goods

Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, there is no restriction on the origin of goods
other than those prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken
under Chapter VI of the Charter of the United Nations, subject to ITB Clause 27.1.

Subcontracts

8.1. Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Bidder may subcontract portions of the
Goods to an extent as may be approved by the Procuring Entity and stated in
the BDS. However, subcontracting of any portion shall not relieve the Bidder
from any liability or obligation that may arise from the contract for this Project.

9.2. Bidders are encouraged to attend the pre-bid conference to ensure that they
fully understand the Procuring Entity’s requirements. Nonattendance of
the Bidder will in no way prejudice its bid; however, the Bidder is
expected to know the changes and/or amendments to the Bidding
Documents discussed during the pre-bid conference.

9.3. Any statement made at the pre-bid conference shall not modify the terms of
the Bidding Documents unless such statement is specifically identified in
writing as an amendment thereto and issued as a Supplemental/Bid
Bulletin.

10. Clarification and Amendment of Bidding Documents

10.1. Bidders who have purchased the Bidding Documents may request for
clarifications on any part of the Bidding Documents for an interpretation.
Such a request must be in writing and submitted to the Procuring Entity
at the address indicated in the BDS at least ten (10) calendar days before
the deadline set for the submission and receipt of bids.

10.2. Supplemental/Bid Bulletins may be issued upon the Procuring Entity’s
initiative for purposes of clarifying or modifying any provision of the
Bidding Documents not later than seven (7) calendar days before the
deadline for the submission and receipt of bids. Any modification to the
Bidding Documents shall be identified as an amendment.

10.3. Any Supplemental/Bid Bulletin issued by the BAC shall also be posted on
the Philippine Government Electronic Procurement System (PhilGEPS)
and the website of the Procuring Entity concerned, if available. It shall be
the responsibility of all Bidders who secure the Bidding Documents to
inquire and secure Supplemental/Bid Bulletins that may be issued by the

C. Preparation of Bids
Language of Bid

The bid, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid exchanged by
the Bidder and the Procuring Entity, shall be written in English. If the eligibility
requirements or statements, the bids, and all other documents submitted to the BAC are
in foreign language other than English, it must be accompanied by a translation of the
documents in English.

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€)) For Goods that the Bidder will supply from within the Philippines, the
prices shall be quoted in Philippine Pesos.

(b) For Goods that the Bidder will supply from outside the Philippines, the
prices may be quoted in the currency(ies) stated in the BDS. However,
for purposes of bid evaluation, bids denominated in foreign currencies
shall be converted to Philippine currency based on the exchange rate as
published in the BSP reference rate bulletin on the day of the bid
opening.

16.2. If so allowed in accordance with ITB Clause 16.1, the Procuring Entity
for purposes of bid evaluation and comparing the bid prices will convert
the amounts in various currencies in which the bid price is expressed to
Philippine Pesos at the foregoing exchange rates.

16.3. Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, payment of the contract price shall
be made in Philippine Pesos.

17.  Bid Validity

17.1. Bids shall remain valid for the period specified in the BDS which shall not
exceed one hundred twenty (120) calendar days from the date of the
opening of bids.

17.2. In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the Bid validity
period, the Procuring Entity may request Bidders to extend the period of
validity of their bids. The request and the responses shall be made in
writing. The bid security described in ITB Clause 18 should also be
extended corresponding to the extension of the bid validity period at the
least. A Bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting its bid security,
but his bid shall no longer be considered for further evaluation and award.
A Bidder granting the request shall not be required or permitted to modify
its bid.

18.  Bid Security

18.1. The procuring entity shall prescribe in the BDS the acceptable forms of bid
security that bidders may opt to use, which shall include the Bid Securing
Declaration and at least one (1) other form. The amount of which shall
be equal to a percentage of the ABC in accordance with the following
schedule:

(c) Surety bond callable upon
demand issued by a surety or
insurance company duly certified Five percent (5%)
by the Insurance Commission as
authorized to issue such security.

(d) Any combination of items (a) to| Proportionate to share of form with
(c) above. respect to total amount of security

(e) Bid Securing Declaration No percentage required

For biddings conducted by LGUSs, the procuring entity may also require bidders
to submit in the form of cashier’s/manager’s check, bank draft/guarantee, or
irrevocable letter of credit from other banks certified by the BSP as authorized
to issue such financial statement.

The Bid Securing Declaration mentioned above is an undertaking which states,
among others, that the bidder shall enter into contract with the procuring entity
and furnish the performance security required under ITB Clause 33.2, from
receipt of the Notice of Award, and committing to pay the corresponding fine,
and be suspended for a period of time from being qualified to participate in any
government procurement activity in the event it violates any of the conditions
stated therein as provided in the guidelines issued by the GPPB.

18.2. The bid security should be valid for the period specified in the BDS. Any
bid not accompanied by an acceptable bid security shall be rejected by
the Procuring Entity as non-responsive.

18.3. No bid securities shall be returned to bidders after the opening of bids and
before contract signing, except to those that failed or declared as post-
disqualified, upon submission of a written waiver of their right to file a
motion for reconsideration and/or protest. Without prejudice on its
forfeiture, bid securities shall be returned only after the bidder with the
Lowest Calculated and Responsive Bid has signed the contract and
furnished the performance security, but in no case later than the
expiration of the bid security validity period indicated in ITB Clause
18.2.

18.4. Upon signing and execution of the contract pursuant to ITB Clause 32, and
the posting of the performance security pursuant to ITB Clause 33, the
successful Bidder’s bid security will be discharged, but in no case later
than the bid security validity period as indicated in the ITB Clause 18.2.
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18.5. The bid security may be forfeited:
@) if a Bidder:

0] withdraws its bid during the period of bid validity specified in
ITB Clause 17,

(i) does not accept the correction of errors pursuant to ITB Clause
28.3(b);

(i) fails to submit the requirements within the prescribed period or
a finding against their veracity as stated in ITB Clause 29.2; or
(iv) any other reason stated in the BDS.

(b) if the successful Bidder:
Q) fails to sign the contract in accordance with ITB Clause 32;

(i)  fails to furnish performance security in accordance with 1TB
Clause 33; or

(iii)  any other reason stated in the BDS.

19. Format and Signing of Bids

19.1. Bidders shall submit their bids through their duly authorized representative
using the appropriate forms provided in Section VIII. Bidding Forms on
or before the deadline specified in the ITB Clauses 21 in two (2) separate
sealed bid envelopes, and which shall be submitted simultaneously. The
first shall contain the technical component of the bid, including the
eligibility requirements under ITB Clause 12.1, and the second shall
contain the financial component of the bid.

19.2. Forms as mentioned in ITB Clause 19.1 must be completed without any
alterations to their format, and no substitute form shall be accepted. All
blank spaces shall be filled in with the information requested.

19.3. The Bidder shall prepare and submit an original of the first and second
envelopes as described in ITB Clauses 12 and 13. In the event of any
discrepancy between the original and the copies, the original shall
prevail.

19.4. The bid, except for unamended printed literature, shall be signed, and each
and every page thereof shall be initialed, by the duly authorized
representative/s of the Bidder.

19.5. Any interlineations, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if they are
signed or initialed by the duly authorized representative/s of the Bidder.
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20.  Sealing and Marking of Bids

20.1. Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, Bidders shall enclose their original
eligibility and technical documents described in ITB Clause 12 in one
sealed envelope marked “ORIGINAL - TECHNICAL COMPONENT”,
and the original of their financial component in another sealed envelope
marked “ORIGINAL - FINANCIAL COMPONENT?”, sealing them all
in an outer envelope marked “ORIGINAL BID”.

20.2. Each copy of the first and second envelopes shall be similarly sealed duly
marking the inner envelopes as “COPY NO. - TECHNICAL
COMPONENT” and “COPY NO.  — FINANCIAL COMPONENT”
and the outer envelope as “COPY NO. ;) respectively. These
envelopes containing the original and the copies shall then be enclosed in
one single envelope.

20.3. The original and the number of copies of the Bid as indicated in the BDS
shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by the bidder
or its duly authorized representative/s.

20.4. All envelopes shall:
@) contain the name of the contract to be bid in capital letters;
(b) bear the name and address of the Bidder in capital letters;

() be addressed to the Procuring Entity’s BAC in accordance with ITB
Clause 1.1;

(d) bear the specific identification of this bidding process indicated in the
ITB Clause 1.2; and

(e) bear a warning “DO NOT OPEN BEFORE...” the date and time for the
opening of bids, in accordance with ITB Clause 24.

20.5. If bids are not sealed and marked as required, the Procuring Entity will
assume no responsibility for the misplacement or premature opening of
the bid. Moreover, failure to comply with the required sealing and
marking of bids shall be a ground for disqualification.

D. Submission and Opening of Bids

21. Deadline for Submission of Bids

Bids must be received by the Procuring Entity’s BAC at the address and on or before
the date and time indicated in the BDS.

Late Bids

Any bid submitted after the deadline for submission and receipt of bids prescribed by
the Procuring Entity, pursuant to ITB Clause 21, shall be declared “Late” and shall not
be accepted by the Procuring Entity.

Modification and Withdrawal of Bids

23.1. The Bidder may modify its bid after it has been submitted; provided that
the modification is received by the Procuring Entity prior to the deadline
prescribed for submission and receipt of bids. The Bidder shall not be
allowed to retrieve its original bid, but shall be allowed to submit another

bid equally sealed, properly identified, linked to its original bid marked as
“TECHNICAL MODIFICATION” or “FINANCIAL MODIFICATION”

and stamped “received” by the BAC. Bid modifications received after the
applicable deadline shall not be considered and shall be returned to the
Bidder unopened.

23.2. A Bidder may, through a Letter of Withdrawal, withdraw its bid after it has
been submitted, for valid and justifiable reason; provided that the Letter
of Withdrawal is received by the Procuring Entity prior to the deadline
prescribed for submission and receipt of bids.

23.3. Bids requested to be withdrawn in accordance with ITB Clause 23.1 shall
be returned unopened to the Bidders. A Bidder may also express its
intention not to participate in the bidding through a letter which should
reach and be stamped by the BAC before the deadline for submission and
receipt of bids. A Bidder that withdraws its bid shall not be permitted to
submit another bid, directly or indirectly, for the same contract.

23.4. No bid may be modified after the deadline for submission of bids. No bid
may be withdrawn in the interval between the deadline for submission of
bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity specified by the
Bidder on the Financial Bid Form. Withdrawal of a bid during this
interval shall result in the forfeiture of the Bidder’s bid security, pursuant
to ITB Clause 18.5, and the imposition of administrative, civil and
criminal sanctions as prescribed by RA 9184 and its IRR.

Opening and Preliminary Examination of Bids

24.1. The BAC shall open the first bid envelopes of Bidders in public as specified
in the BDS to determine each Bidder’s compliance with the documents
prescribed in ITB Clause 12. For this purpose, the BAC shall check the
submitted documents of each bidder against a checklist of required
documents to ascertain if they are all present, using a nondiscretionary
“pass/fail” criterion. If a bidder submits the required document, it shall
be rated “passed” for that particular requirement. In this regard, bids that
fail to include any requirement or are incomplete or patently insufficient
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shall be considered as “failed”. Otherwise, the BAC shall rate the said
first bid envelope as “passed”.

24.2. Immediately after determining compliance with the requirements in the first
envelope, the BAC shall forthwith open the second bid envelope of each
remaining eligible bidder whose first bid envelope was rated “passed”.
The second envelope of each complying bidder shall be opened within
the same day. In case one or more of the requirements in the second
envelope of a particular bid is missing, incomplete or patently
insufficient, and/or if the submitted total bid price exceeds the ABC
unless otherwise provided in ITB Clause 13.2, the BAC shall rate the bid
concerned as “failed”. Only bids that are determined to contain all the bid
requirements for both components shall be rated “passed” and shall
immediately be considered for evaluation and comparison.

24.3. Letters of withdrawal shall be read out and recorded during bid opening,
and the envelope containing the corresponding withdrawn bid shall be
returned to the Bidder unopened. If the withdrawing Bidder’s
representative is in attendance, the original bid and all copies thereof shall
be returned to the representative during the bid opening. If the
representative is not in attendance, the bid shall be returned unopened by
registered mail. The Bidder may withdraw its bid prior to the deadline for
the submission and receipt of bids, provided that the corresponding Letter
of Withdrawal contains a valid authorization requesting for such
withdrawal, subject to appropriate administrative sanctions.

24.4. If a Bidder has previously secured a certification from the Procuring Entity
to the effect that it has previously submitted the aboveenumerated Class
“A” Documents, the said certification may be submitted in lieu of the
requirements enumerated in ITB Clause 12.1(a), items (i) to (V).

24.5. In the case of an eligible foreign Bidder as described in ITB Clause 5, the
Class “A” Documents described in ITB Clause 12.1(a) may be
substituted with the appropriate equivalent documents, if any, issued by
the country of the foreign Bidder concerned.

24.6. Each partner of a joint venture agreement shall likewise submit the
requirements in ITB Clauses 12.1(a)(i) and 12.1(a)(ii). Submission of
documents required under ITB Clauses 12.1(a)(iii) to 12.1(a)(v) by any
of the joint venture partners constitutes compliance.

24.7. The Procuring Entity shall prepare the minutes of the proceedings of the
bid opening that shall include, as a minimum: (a) names of Bidders,

their bid price, bid security, findings of preliminary examination; and (b)

attendance sheet. The BAC members shall sign the abstract of bids as
read.
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E. Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

25. Process to be Confidential

25.1. Members of the BAC, including its staff and personnel, as well as its
Secretariat and TWG, are prohibited from making or accepting any kind
of communication with any bidder regarding the evaluation of their bids
until the issuance of the Notice of Award, unless otherwise allowed in the
BDS or in the case of ITB Clause 26.

25.2. Any effort by a bidder to influence the Procuring Entity in the Procuring
Entity’s decision in respect of bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract
award will result in the rejection of the Bidder’s bid.

26. Clarification of Bids

To assist in the evaluation, comparison, and post-qualification of the bids, the Procuring
Entity may ask in writing any Bidder for a clarification of its bid. All responses to
requests for clarification shall be in writing. Any clarification submitted by a Bidder in
respect to its bid and that is not in response to a request by the Procuring Entity shall
not be considered.

27. Domestic Preference

27.1. Unless otherwise stated in the BDS, the Procuring Entity will grant a
margin of preference for the purpose of comparison of bids in accordance
with the following:

@ The preference shall be applied when (i) the lowest Foreign Bid is lower
than the lowest bid offered by a Domestic Bidder, or (ii) the lowest bid
offered by a non-Philippine national is lower than the lowest bid offered
by a Domestic Entity.

(b) For evaluation purposes, the lowest Foreign Bid or the bid offered by a
non-Philippine national shall be increased by fifteen percent (15%).

(©) In the event that (i) the lowest bid offered by a Domestic Entity does not
exceed the lowest Foreign Bid as increased, or (ii) the lowest bid offered
by a non-Philippine national as increased, then the Procuring Entity shall
award the contract to the Domestic Bidder/Entity at the amount of the
lowest Foreign Bid or the bid offered by a nonPhilippine national, as the
case may be.

(d) If the Domestic Entity/Bidder refuses to accept the award of contract at
the amount of the Foreign Bid or bid offered by a non-Philippine
national within two (2) calendar days from receipt of written advice from
the BAC, the Procuring Entity shall award to the bidder offering
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the Foreign Bid or the non-Philippine national, as the case may be,
subject to post-qualification and submission of all the documentary
requirements under these Bidding Documents.

27.2. A Bidder may be granted preference as a Domestic Entity subject to the
certification from the DTI (in case of sole proprietorships), SEC (in case
of partnerships and corporations), or CDA (in case of cooperatives) that
the (a) sole proprietor is a citizen of the Philippines or the partnership,
corporation, cooperative, or association is duly organized under the laws
of the Philippines with at least seventy five percent (75%) of its interest
or outstanding capital stock belonging to citizens of the Philippines, (b)
habitually established in business and habitually engaged in the
manufacture or sale of the merchandise covered by his bid, and (c) the
business has been in existence for at least five (5) consecutive years prior
to the advertisement and/or posting of the Invitation to Bid for this
Project.

27.3. A Bidder may be granted preference as a Domestic Bidder subject to the
certification from the DTI that the Bidder is offering unmanufactured
articles, materials or supplies of the growth or production of the
Philippines, or manufactured articles, materials, or supplies manufactured
or to be manufactured in the Philippines substantially from articles,
materials, or supplies of the growth, production, or manufacture, as the
case may be, of the Philippines.

28. Detailed Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

28.1. The Procuring Entity will undertake the detailed evaluation and comparison
of bids which have passed the opening and preliminary examination of
bids, pursuant to ITB Clause 24, in order to determine the Lowest
Calculated Bid.

28.2. The Lowest Calculated Bid shall be determined in two steps:

@ The detailed evaluation of the financial component of the bids, to
establish the correct calculated prices of the bids; and

(b) The ranking of the total bid prices as so calculated from the lowest to the
highest. The bid with the lowest price shall be identified as the Lowest
Calculated Bid.

28.3. The Procuring Entity's BAC shall immediately conduct a detailed
evaluation of all bids rated “passed,” using non-discretionary pass/fail
criteria. Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the BAC shall consider
the following in the evaluation of bids:

@ Completeness of the bid. Unless the ITB specifically allows partial bids,
bids not addressing or providing all of the required items in the Schedule
of Requirements including, where applicable, bill of quantities, shall be
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(b)

considered non-responsive and, thus, automatically disqualified. In this
regard, where a required item is provided, but no

price is indicated, the same shall be considered as non-responsive, but
specifying a "0" (zero) for the said item would mean that it is being
offered for free to the Procuring Entity; and

Arithmetical corrections. Consider computational errors and omissions
to enable proper comparison of all eligible bids. It may also consider
bid modifications, if allowed in the BDS. Any adjustment shall be
calculated in monetary terms to determine the calculated prices.

Based on the detailed evaluation of bids, those that comply with the
above-mentioned requirements shall be ranked in the ascending order of
their total calculated bid prices, as evaluated and corrected for
computational errors, discounts and other modifications, to identify the
Lowest Calculated Bid. Total calculated bid prices, as evaluated and
corrected for computational errors, discounts and other modifications,
which exceed the ABC shall not be considered.

Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, the Procuring Entity’s evaluation
of bids shall only be based on the bid price quoted in the Financial Bid
Form.

Bids shall be evaluated on an equal footing to ensure fair competition.
For this purpose, all bidders shall be required to include in their bids the
cost of all taxes, such as, but not limited to, value added tax (VAT),
income tax, local taxes, and other fiscal levies and duties which shall be
itemized in the bid form and reflected in the detailed estimates. Such
bids, including said taxes, shall be the basis for bid evaluation and
comparison.

29. Post-Qualification

29.1. The Procuring Entity shall determine to its satisfaction whether the Bidder

that is evaluated as having submitted the Lowest Calculated Bid (LCB)
complies with and is responsive to all the requirements and conditions
specified in ITB Clauses 5, 12, and 13.

29.2. Within a non-extendible period of three (3) calendar days from receipt by

(@)

the bidder of the notice from the BAC that it submitted the LCB, the
Bidder shall submit the following documentary requirements:

Latest income and business tax returns in the form specified in the BDS;

Certificate of PhilGEPS Registration or PhilGEPS Registration Number
if the procuring entity is a Philippine foreign office or post, provided that
participating bidders should register with the PhilGEPS prior to bid
opening; and
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(© Other appropriate licenses and permits required by law and stated in the
BDS.

Failure of the Bidder declared as Lowest Calculated Bid to duly submit the
requirements under this Clause or a finding against the veracity of such shall be
ground for forfeiture of the bid security and disqualification of the Bidder for
award.

29.3. The determination shall be based upon an examination of the
documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted pursuant
to ITB Clauses 12 and 13, as well as other information as the Procuring
Entity deems necessary and appropriate, using a non-discretionary
“pass/fail” criterion.

29.4. If the BAC determines that the Bidder with the Lowest Calculated Bid
passes all the criteria for post-qualification, it shall declare the said bid as
the Lowest Calculated Responsive Bid, and recommend to the Head of
the Procuring Entity the award of contract to the said Bidder at its
submitted price or its calculated bid price, whichever is lower.

29.5. A negative determination shall result in rejection of the Bidder’s Bid, in
which event the Procuring Entity shall proceed to the next Lowest
Calculated Bid to make a similar determination of that Bidder’s
capabilities to perform satisfactorily. If the second Bidder, however, fails
the post qualification, the procedure for post qualification shall be
repeated for the Bidder with the next Lowest Calculated Bid, and so on
until the Lowest Calculated Responsive Bid is determined for contract
award.

29.6.  Within a period not exceeding seven (7) calendar days from the date of
receipt of the recommendation of the BAC, the Head of the Procuring
Entity shall approve or disapprove the said recommendation. In the case
of GOCCs and GFls, the period provided herein shall be fifteen (15)
calendar days.

30. Reservation Clause

30.1. Notwithstanding the eligibility or post-qualification of a bidder, the
Procuring Entity concerned reserves the right to review its qualifications
at any stage of the procurement process if it has reasonable grounds to
believe that a misrepresentation has been made by the said bidder, or that
there has been a change in the Bidder’s capability to undertake the project
from the time it submitted its eligibility requirements. Should such
review uncover any misrepresentation made in the eligibility and bidding
requirements, statements or documents, or any changes in the situation of
the Bidder which will affect its capability to undertake the project so that
it fails the preset eligibility or bid evaluation criteria, the Procuring Entity
shall consider the said Bidder as ineligible and shall disqualify it from
submitting a bid or from obtaining an award or contract.
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30.2. Based on the following grounds, the Procuring Entity reserves the right to

(a)

(b)

(©)

reject any and all bids, declare a Failure of Bidding at any time prior to
the contract award, or not to award the contract, without thereby incurring
any liability, and make no assurance that a contract shall be entered into
as a result of the bidding:

If there is prima facie evidence of collusion between appropriate public
officers or employees of the Procuring Entity, or between the BAC and
any of the bidders, or if the collusion is between or among the bidders
themselves, or between a bidder and a third party, including any act
which restricts, suppresses or nullifies or tends to restrict, suppress or
nullify competition;

If the Procuring Entity’s BAC is found to have failed in following the
prescribed bidding procedures; or

For any justifiable and reasonable ground where the award of the
contract will not redound to the benefit of the GOP as follows:

Q) If the physical and economic conditions have significantly
changed so as to render the project no longer economically,
financially or technically feasible as determined by the head of
the procuring entity;

(i) If the project is no longer necessary as determined by the head
of the procuring entity; and

(iii)  If the source of funds for the project has been withheld or
reduced through no fault of the Procuring Entity.

30.3. In addition, the Procuring Entity may likewise declare a failure of bidding

when:
No bids are received;
All prospective bidders are declared ineligible;

All bids fail to comply with all the bid requirements or fail
postqualification; or

The bidder with the Lowest Calculated Responsive Bid (LCRB) refuses,
without justifiable cause to accept the award of contract, and no award
is made.

F. Award of Contract

31. Contract Award

31.1. Subject to ITB Clause 29, the Procuring Entity shall award the contract to

the Bidder whose bid has been determined to be the LCRB.
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31.2. Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Procuring Entity
shall notify the successful Bidder in writing that its bid has been accepted,
through a Notice of Award received personally or sent by registered mail
or electronically, receipt of which must be confirmed in writing within
two (2) days by the Bidder with the LCRB and submitted personally or
sent by registered mail or electronically to the Procuring Entity.

31.3. Notwithstanding the issuance of the Notice of Award, award of contract
shall be subject to the following conditions:

@ Submission of the valid JVA, if applicable, within ten (10) calendar days
from receipt by the Bidder of the notice from the BAC that the Bidder
has the LCRB;

(b) Posting of the performance security in accordance with ITB Clause 33;
(© Signing of the contract as provided in ITB Clause 32; and (d)
Approval by higher authority, if required.

31.4. At the time of contract award, the Procuring Entity shall not increase or
decrease the quantity of goods originally specified in Section VI.
Schedule of Requirements.

32.  Signing of the Contract

32.1. At the same time as the Procuring Entity notifies the successful Bidder that
its bid has been accepted, the Procuring Entity shall send the Contract
Form to the Bidder, which contract has been provided in the Bidding
Documents, incorporating therein all agreements between the parties.

32.2. Within ten (10) calendar days from receipt of the Notice of Award, the
successful Bidder shall post the required performance security and sign
and date the contract and return it to the Procuring Entity.

32.3. The Procuring Entity shall enter into contract with the successful Bidder
within the same ten (10) calendar day period provided that all the
documentary requirements are complied with.

32.4. The following documents shall form part of the contract:
€)) Contract Agreement;
(b) Bidding Documents;

(©) Winning bidder’s bid, including the Technical and Financial Proposals,
and all other documents/statements submitted:;

(d) Performance Security;

(e Credit line in accordance with ITB Clause 5.5, if applicable;

Notice of Award of Contract; and +

Other contract documents that may be required by existing laws and/or
specified in the BDS.

33. Performance Security

33.1. To guarantee the faithful performance by the winning Bidder of its

obligations under the contract, it shall post a performance security within
a maximum period of ten (10) calendar days from the receipt of the Notice
of Award from the Procuring Entity and in no case later than the signing
of the contract.

33.2. The procuring entity shall prescribe at least two (2) acceptable forms of

performance security taken from two (2) categories below that bidders
may opt to use, denominated in Philippine Pesos and posted in favor of
the Procuring Entity in an amount equal to the percentage of the total
contract price in accordance with the following schedule:
