SUBJECT Reiteration of the need to secure permits and licenses prior
to importation of regulated chemicals and / or goods
containing regulated components

DATE 10 July 2013

To ensure that release of goods / chemicals considered as regulated will be facilitated at the
port, we request all importers to check the chemical composition of the materials to be imported
prior to lodging their application for importation permit (IP) with PEZA’s value-added service
providers (VASPs). Regulated goods / chemicals require permit from other government
agencies prior to importation.

Definition of regulated chemical and requlated goods

For clarity, regulated chemicals are defined as substances containing any of the following
components at any concentration / amount:

NOT listed in the Philippine Inventory of Chemicals and Chemical Substances (PICCS);
Included in the Priority Chemical List (PCL) or issued with a Chemical Control Order (CCO);
Considered as Controlled Precursor & Essential Chemicals (CPECs); and,

Considered as an Explosive Ingredients.

Regulated goods are finished products (i.e. lead acid batteries, paints, adhesives, industrial
solvents, cleaning agents, catalysts) that may contain a regulated chemical as described above.

Procedure for checking if components are requlated
1. Obtain the material safety data sheet (MSDS) of the chemical / goods to be imported from

the supplier, to aid in evaluation, the MSDS needs to contain the complete composition of
the chemical and the components’ corresponding Chemical Abstract Service No. (CAS No.).
2. Visit the DENR - Environmental Management Bureau website to check if the chemical
components are listed in PICCS. The website may be accessed through this link:
http://emb.gov.ph/internal/CasREgistry.aspx
3. Check if any of the chemical components are listed in the attached quicklist of regulated
chemicals. Please see Annex A for the list.

Current policies of the DDB/PDEA (DDB Board Resolution 03 series of 2003) and PNP -
Firearms and Explosives Office (Implementing rules and regulations of Presidential Decree
1866) require the need to secure permits irrespective of percent composition of regulated
chemicals. If there are clarifications or you require assistance in the evaluation, please email
the MSDS to the Environmental Safety Group at esg@peza.gov.ph.
